
 
 





 
 

 

  

This Sefer Torah is dedicated in memory of Yosef Pinchas ben Shmuel and 
Bluma Gittel bat Mottel Lavine.  Both were born in Europe (from exactly 
where is still unknown) and emigrated to the United States circa 1880’s.  
They first lived in Baltimore, Maryland then moved to North Carolina and 
ultimately settled in Suffolk, Virginia.  They were blessed to have seven 
children that lived to adulthood: Sadie Perman (Max), 1887-1978; Mary 
Friedenberg (Philip),1889-1963; Ida Titelman (Philip), 1890-1966; Abraham 
“Abe” Lavine (Jennie), 1895-1967; Rachel “Rae” Yoffy (Irving), 1899 -1989; 
Mindel “Minnie” Bass (Morris), 1903-1985; and Norman Lavine (Mary), 1906 
-1999.  From these children, there are hundreds of descendants, many of 
whom have maintained a strong commitment to Yiddishkeit.   

One of their children, Minnie met and married Moshe “Morris” Bass in the 
early 1930’s and set up their household in Suffolk, Virginia living close to 
both sets of parents.  There Morris and Minnie raised two children, Yenta 
Pesha and Raizel Elkah and owned a “Five and Ten Cent” store in nearby 
Smithfield. Morris and Minnie kept a kosher home, went long distances to 
purchase kosher meat each week and lit Shabbos candles every Friday 
night.  They were significant members of the small Suffolk Jewish 
community, often donating to support the synagogue’s needs. 

Yenta Pesha went on to marry Pesach ben Yitzchak in 1957.  They started 
their married life in Richmond VA, moved to Queens NY and subsequently 
lived most of their years in Springfield, Virginia where they raised four 
children: Lisa, David, Stephen and Michael. 

Nearby in Maryland were many aunts, uncles and cousins including 
Morton, Irving and Eleanor Titelman.  Three siblings that never married but 
saw fit to keep a kosher home and upon their death donated substantial 
funds to the Yeshiva of Greater Washington, the Torah School of Greater 
Washington and other Jewish charities.   

We dedicate this Torah to Yosef Pinchas and Bluma Gittel.  The Keser is 
dedicated to Moshe and Mindel Bass.  The Yad is dedicated to Yenta Pesha 
and Pesach.  The High Holiday mantel is dedicated to Morton, Irving and 
Eleanor.  Both the Dasher Families and Blecker Family have contributed to 
make these dedications in loving memory of these very special family 
members.
